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The Alchemyst: The Secrets of the Immortal Nicholas Flamel (YA Scott)
According to legend, Nicholas Flamel discovered the secret of eternal life from the powerful book of Abraham the age--a book he has protected since his death in 1418. When the book is stolen, Sophie and Josh Newman find themselves in the middle of the greatest legend of all time.
Black Ships Before Troy: The Story of the Iliad (JNF 883 Sutcliff)
In the Illiad, the abduction of Helen of Troy leads to a conflict in which even the gods and goddesses take sides and intervene. Here Hectore, Ajax, Achilles, and Odysseus meet their most formidable challenges. 
A Curse Dark as Gold (YA-NEW Bunce)
Upon the death of her father, 17-year-old Charlotte struggles to keep the family's woolen mill running, but when a man capable of spinning straw into gold appears she must decide if his help is worth the price.

Dateline: Troy (J Fleischman)

 A retelling of the story of the Trojan War illustrated with collages featuring newspaper clippings of modern events from World War I through the Persian Gulf war.
East (YA Pattou)
A young woman journeys to a distant castle on the back of a great white bear who is the victim of a cruel enchantment.
Fly by Night (YA Hardinge)

A 12-year-old orphan, Mosca Mye, and her goose, Saracen, travel to the city of Mandelion on the heels of con-man Eponymous Clent, driven by her love of language to find a better life. 

The Game (YA-NEW Jones)

Sent to a boisterous family gathering in Ireland by her strict grandmother, orphaned Hayley feels out of place until her cousins include her in a special game involving travel through the mythosphere, where secrets of her past are revealed.
Goddess of Yesterday (YA Cooney)

Taken from her home on an Aegean island as a girl, Anaxandra calls on the protection of her goddess while she poses as two different princesses, before ending up as a servant in the company of Helen and Paris as they make their way to Troy.
The Invention of Hugo Cabret (J Selznick)

When 12-year-old Hugo, an orphan living and repairing clocks within the walls of a Paris train station in 1931, meets a mysterious toyseller and his goddaughter, his undercover life and his biggest secret are jeopardized. Winner of the 2008 Caldecott Award.
The Pig Scrolls (J Shipton)

Transformed by Circe into a big, fat, talking pig, Gryllus, who once traveled with Odysseus, tells how he escaped rampaging monsters with the brave teen prophetess, Sybil, found himself, and saved the world.

Lost in the Labyrinth (YA Kindl)
14-year-old Princess Xenodice tries to prevent the death of her half-brother, the Minotaur, at the hands of the Athenian prince, Theseus.
Spindle's End (YA McKinley)

The infant princess Briar Rose is cursed on her name day by Pernicia, an evil fairy, and then whisked away by a young fairy to be raised in a remote part of a magical country, unaware of her real identity.
The Ruins of Gorlan (YA Flanagan) Ranger’s Apprentice Series
When 15-year-old Will is rejected by battle school, he becomes the reluctant apprentice to the mysterious Ranger Halt, and winds up protecting the kingdom from danger.

Runemarks (YA-NEW Harris)
Maddy Smith, who bears the mysterious mark of a rune on her hand, learns that she is destined to join the gods of Norse mythology and play a role in the fate of the world.
The Sea of Trolls (YA Farmer) 
In this first book of a trilogy, Jack and his little sister Lucy are captured by Viking Berserkers and taken to the home of King Ivar the Boneless, leading Jack to undertake a vital quest to Jotunheim, home of the trolls.
The Seeing Stone (YA Crossley)
In late 12th-century England, a 13-year-old boy named Arthur recounts how Merlin gives him a magical seeing stone which shows him images of the legendary King Arthur.
Sirena (YA Napoli)
The gods grant immortality to the mermaid Sirena when she rescues a human man from the sea, but his mortality creates conflict between love and honor when he is called to defend Greece in the Trojan War.
Skin Hunger (YA Duey)
Sadima travels from her farm home to the city and becomes assistant to a heartless man who is trying to restore knowledge of magic to the world.
Stardust (FIC Gaiman)
On seeing a falling star, a girl promises a boy his heart's desire if he will get the star for her. As it happens the boy is a member of a magic people, but evil witches are also after the star. A fairy love story.
The Trojan War (JNF 292.13 Coolidge)

Retells legends of the heroes of the Trojan War, which began with Paris of Troy's abduction of Helen, wife of Menelaus, lord of Greece. 

The Wee Free Men (YA Pratchett) (Discworld series)
A young witch-to-be named Tiffany teams up with the Wee Free Men, a clan of six-inch-high blue men, to rescue her baby brother and ward off a sinister invasion from Fairyland.
