For kids ages 7 and up:

Beast Quest by Adam Blade (E Blade)

One boy's journey to help his village becomes a quest to save the kingdom.
Meet Julie: An American Girl by Megan McDonald (E American)

This series features Julie, who lives in San Francisco in 1974.

Cowgirl Kate and Cocoa by Erica Silverman (E Silverman)

This is the first in the adventures of Cowgirl Kate and her cow horse Cocoa.
Fairy Chronicles by J.H. Sweet (E Sweet)

Meet the Fairy Team, who are otherwise normal girls but are blessed with special gifts.

Flower Fairy Friends by Pippa Le Quesne or Kay Woodward (E Le Quesne or E Woodward)

Based on Cicely Mary Barker’s original characters, these are beautifully illustrated books for younger readers, each telling the story of a particular fairy and her friends.
Harriet Bean by Alexander McCall Smith (E McCall)

Harriet helps her detective aunts, Thessalonika and Japonica, investigate crimes.

Jigsaw Jones by James Preller (E Preller)
Theodore “Jigsaw” Jones is a child detective who solves cases with his partner Mila.

Keeker by Hadley Higginson (NEW E Higginson)

For second grade booklovers who have ever dreamed of having their own pony, this series features Keeker’s adventures in the Vermont countryside with the help of her trusty four-legged sidekick, Plum.
Princess School by Jane Mason (E Mason)

This series features Ella, Snow, Rapunzel, and Rose as they attend princess school, become friends, and face challenges.

Piper Reed, Navy Brat by Kimberly Willis Holt (E Holt)
Holt portrays the life of a Navy family with warmth and humor in this first story based on her own childhood.

Riot Brothers by Mary Amato (E Amato)

This funny series about Orville and Wilbur Riot is chock full of eye-popping, mouth-foaming missions.
Rainbow Magic by Daisy Meadows (E Meadows)

This series follows the lives of Kirsty Tate and Rachel Walker and their magic adventures with their fairy friends. We own the Rainbow, Weather, Jewel and Pet Keeper series.
Stink by Megan McDonald (E McDonald)
James (Stink) Moody is the shortest kid in his second-grade class. The pesky little brother in the popular Judy Moody series gets his own book and tells his own story here. 
Tiara Club by Vivian French (E French)
This new series features the escapades of six young princesses-in-training.
Wiley and Grampa’s Creature Features by Kirk Scroggs (E Scroggs)

This series is full of vampire trucks, zombified bugs, monster tornadoes, and one tough Gramma. Read at your own risk. . .

For kids ages 10 and up:

Percy Jackson & the Olympians by Rick Riordan (J Riordan)

12-year-old Percy Jackson learns he is a demigod, the son of a mortal woman and Poseidon, god of the sea.
Sammy Keyes by Wendelin Van Draanen (J Van Draanen)

This award-winning mystery series features Sammy Keyes, a seventh-grade amateur sleuth, who lives with her grandmother while her mother dreams of becoming a Hollywood actress.
Septimus Heap by Angie Sage (J Sage)

The series follows the adventures and story of the Septimus Heap, who, as a seventh son of the seventh son, has powerful magical capability.

Sisters Grimm by Michael Buckley (J Buckley)
The first book in the Sisters Grimm series introduces two orphaned sisters who are sent to live with their mysterious grandmother. When they learn they are descendants of the Brothers Grimm, they discover it is the Grimm family's legacy to keep the Everafters in line.
Tales of the Frog Princess by E.D. Baker (J Baker)

In the first book, an awkward, 14-year-old princess suddenly finds herself a frog, after kissing one, and sets off with the prince to seek the means--and the self-confidence--to become human again.

Warriors: Power of Three by Erin Hunter (J Hunter)

This is the third Warriors series, following three young cats named Hollypaw, Jaypaw, and Lionpaw, and the prophecy: There will be three, kin of your kin, who hold the power of the stars in their paws.

The Last Apprentice by Joseph Delaney (J Delaney)

Like scary books? Young Tom, the seventh son of a seventh son, starts work as an apprentice for the village spook, whose job is to protect ordinary folk from "ghouls, boggarts, and all manner of wicked beasties.
For kids ages 12 and up:

Alex Rider by Anthony Horowitz (YA Horowitz)

14-year-old Alex is coerced to continue his uncle's dangerous work for Britain's intelligence agency, MI6.
Wild at Heart by Laurie Halse Anderson (YA Anderson)

Five animal lovers work together as volunteers to Dr. Mac, a veterinarian, to help animals in trouble.
Twilight, New Moon, Eclipse, Breaking Dawn by Stephanie Meyer (YA Meyer)

In the third book of the series, Eclipse, Seattle is ravaged by a string of mysterious killings and a malicious vampire continues her quest for revenge, as Bella Swan once again finds herself surrounded by danger.
