A young girl takes a hike with her father, asking many questions along the way about what princesses do.

Angelina at the Palace by Katharine Holabird (P) 
Angelina has been invited to dance at the Royal Palace in Mouseland. She proves to be the perfect teacher for the princesses, and together they perform a magical fairy ballet.

Princess Penelope by Todd Mack (P)
Penelope is certain that she is royalty because of all the similarities between her life and that of a princess. (See also Princess Penelope Takes Charge)
Willa the Wonderful by Susan Milord (P)
Willa knows exactly what she wants to be when she grows up—a fairy princess, complete with wings, wand, and fairy dust. 

Princesses are Not Quitters! by Kate Lum (P)
This is a whimsical, playful tale for all young ladies who wish to be princesses.

The Paper Princess by Elisa Kleven (P)
A little girl makes a picture of a princess that comes to life and is carried off by the wind.
The Princess and the Potty by Wendy Cheyette Lewison (P)
When everything fails to persuade the princess to use her potty, the king and queen consult the royal advisor who gives them valuable advice.

The Princesses Have a Ball by Teresa Bateman (E)

In this rhyming update of the fairy tale of the "Twelve Dancing Princesses," twelve princesses wear out their shoes playing basketball.
The Kissed That Missed by David Melling (E)

When the King is in a hurry, his kiss to the Little Prince goes astray, and flies out the window into the dark forest. The King orders the Knight to ride into the forest, and bring back the kiss.

Happily Ever After by Anna Quindlen (E)
One day, while holding her treasured baseball mitt, Kate makes a wish. And poof! -- she turns into a princess in a fairy tale.

The Princess Knight by Cornelia Funke (E)

Violet is a young princess who wishes she could show the world that she is just as brave and strong as her brothers.

The End by David LaRochelle (E)
When a princess makes some lemonade, she starts a chain of events involving a fire-breathing dragon, one hundred rabbits, a hungry giant, and a handsome knight.
Disney’s Princess Treasury (E Disney)

Includes the Disney versions of Snow White and the Seven Dwarfs. Sleeping Beauty. Cinderella. Little Mermaid. Aladdin. and Beauty and the Beast.

Good Night, Princess Pruney-Toes by Lisa McCourt (E)
With the help of her loyal subject, Sir Daddy, a young girl pretends to be a princess as she gets ready for bed.

The Paper Bag Princess by Robert Munsch (P)

Princess Elizabeth outwits a dragon to save her prince in this funny story.
The Princess and the Pea by Hans Christian Andersen (398.2 Andersen)

A young girl feels a pea through twenty mattresses and twenty featherbeds and proves she is a real princess.

The Twelve Dancing Princesses (several versions in J398.2)

This is a Grimm fairy tale about twelve princesses who dance their shoes to pieces every night.

Stories for Older Readers

Ella Enchanted by Gail Carson Levine (J)

Since her birth, Ella of Frell has been the unfortunate recipient of a fairy's gift--the "gift" of obedience. But spunky Ella does not tamely accept her fate and embarks on a quest to break the curse once and for all. Also: The Two Princesses of Bamarre
Dealing with Dragons by Patricia Wrede (J)

A feisty princess with a mind of her own shuns regal training and protocol, preferring to volunteer herself as a dragon's servant and companion. This is the first in the Enchanted Forest series.
The Princess Academy by Shannon Hale (J)

While attending a strict academy for potential princesses with the other girls from her mountain village, fourteen-year-old Miri discovers unexpected talents and connections to her homeland.

The Road to Balinor by Mary Stanton (J)

Ari, the daughter of the King and Queen of Balinor, is sent to earth to live with a foster family to protect her from a raging war in her homeland. First in the Unicorns of Balinor series.
